REVIEW OF MINUTES:

HOSPITAL UPDATE:

· Beth King gave an update on the hospital.  Beginning implementation for new Behavioral Health Telehealth program in ED. 
· Duck Derby event was success, Beth thanked everyone for their efforts. 
· Employee Forums completed over last 2 weeks.  Proud to say from January until now the JCH workforce has expanded.  

· Currently moving forward with the Building Project, plans are going well and according to schedule. 
· Continuing to work to work with Cerner for new EMR.  Negotiating contract at this time, will be a 10 year commitment.  

FINANCIAL REPORT:
· Charity Roth reviewed the cash balances and restricted funds through August 2022. Current total assets are $ 533,065.  
· Charity Roth reported Restricted for Scholarship fund is $96,636, this does include funds provided to students.  Funds restricted for the Ambulance Association is $34,833. Total available to donate is $239,666 of which $150,000 is reserved for Ambulance purchase.
· Michelle Hopper reviewed the JCH Foundation Balance Sheet.

· Capital Campaign Update- letters have been sent to Board members and other community members in regards to Feasibility Study.  Ashley is working to set up interviews at this time.

It was a great event with 250 confirmed VID guests, but uncertain of total number in attendance.  Over 50 volunteers signed up and assisted with event.  Preliminary results- sponsorships and cash donations $29,000, basket raffle $1,100, duck derby $6,700.  Other revenues include VID guests’ tickets and food/ drink sales.  Total gross was $42,000, after expenses profit $30,000.  Final results to be presented at next meeting.  
AMBULANCE ASSOCIATION:

· Ambulance Association has spent a lot of time promoting Duck Derby event which has been the focus since last meeting.  EMS was well in attendance at event.  No upcoming events scheduled until Spring.   
MEDICAL EDUCATION FUND:

· Awarded 3 new recipients scholarship funds, event was held beginning of August to recognize those receiving funds.  8 students are active, however 2 will be falling off d/t not having qualifying hours.  8 students will receive $1,000, 1 student will receive $500.
